
During the First and Second World Wars, trained pigeons 

played a vital role. They carried important messages in little 

canisters attached to their legs. Often these messages contained 

calls for help when soldiers were injured, so speed was very 

important! Luckily, pigeons can cover vast distances very quickly. 

The pigeons were well looked after and many soldiers became 

fond of their feathery friends. Some were even awarded the 

Dickin medal, a military honour for animals.
